MSJ JAZZ COMPOSITION - LISTENING REGIMEN

The importance of acquiring a jazz composition vocabulary of thematic and harmonic
materials through the aural process cannot be overemphasized. At least 4 hours a week
must be allotted to an organized intensive listening regimen. Obtain a score if available,
have manuscript paper ready for documentation.

The listening activities should include the documentation and memorization of the following:

Important thematic materials and their development
Chord construction and movement, Modal relationships
Formal development

Timbral and orchestrational effects
